For a nice|y ﬁHing ’rapered sleeve you will need to decrease stitches. To ﬁgure out
the rate at which to decrease stitches work out the 1(o||owing equations. Keep in
mind that genero“y sleeves do not fit Jrithr to the skin so odding about 1" of ease
would be pruden’r. The way you occomp|ish this is to simp|y add 1" to your wrist

measurements before entering them into the 1(0||owing equations.

SLEEVE SHAPING MATH

1. Count the sleeve stitches that are now on your DPNs sts

2. Wrist measurement x Stitch gauge = Desired number

of stitches at wrist

3. Sleeve stitches on your needles at shoulder (see your answer for #1)
Desired number of stitches at wrist (see your answer for #2) = Stitches to decrease

before cuff
4. ( Sleeve |eng+h - Desired cuff width) x Row gauge =

5. Rows between shoulder and wrist (see your answer for #4) +
( Stitches to decrease before cuff + 2) = How often to decrease
INSTRUCTIONS

Begin working in the round and decrease one stitch at the beginning and end of

the row every (answer to #5) rows. Continue working in this manner until

you have reached your desired sleeve |eng+h before the cuff. At that point you'||
stop decreosing and work the cuff in your desired stitch pattern.
